Again and again people tell Bree that they get energy
from singing. They say things like: “ I’'m so glad that I came to choir today. 1
was tired that I almost didn't come. And now 1 feel so much better, and full of
energy!”

Dag-sangerne pa Sagene: Our international, multilingual choir is run in
English in order to be open to those who have recently come to Norway, but
we speak both Norwegian and English during the practices. We sing a cappella
harmonies from different cultures, like Norway, England, Russia, Japan,
Sweden, USA, and more. The choir has a wide age range and people’s
backgrounds are varied. They love singing together and enjoy each other’s
differences and similarities, of which the greatest is their love for singing.

Repertoire: We sing fairly simple songs, in order to always be open to new
members, and that anyone can join, no matter what their experience.
